Singles  Player must have at least 12 league nights and 36 games. 

Open Team  Four (4) players must have at least 12 league nights and 36 games; 1 player with 8 league 
nights and 24 games. Must have 2 original players from the same team. 

Ladies Team Three (3) players must have at least 12 league nights and 36 games; 1 player with 8 league 
nights and 24 games. Must have 2 original players from the same team. 

Masters Team Four (4) players must have at least 12 league nights and 36 games; 1 player with 8 league 
nights and 24 games.  No requirement for number of original players. 

Age & Sanction Requirement 
A. Entrants must be at least 21 years of age unless participating in the Junior Team event.  
B. Junior players must be 9-20 years of age.  
C. All players must be sanctioned by the VNEA and the IAMOA to participate in the tournament. 
 

League Requirement 
1. Games must be played between March 1, 2023 and March 1, 2024.  
2. League nights consist of majority of games played per night. Maximum of 2 league nights per calendar day.  
3. All games must be played in leagues run by and on equipment owned by the IAMOA operator.
